	Greet / Greetings in BSL
	Candidate to welcome teacher.
	Teacher to welcome candidate.


	Candidate to respond to show understanding.


	Fingerspell own name, receive other.
	Candidate to fingerspell their own name
	Teacher to fingerspell their own name.

Candidate to understand teacher’s fingerspelling and repeat back to teacher.
	Candidate need to repeat teacher’s name to show that they have understood. 


	Ask to repeat, clarify if asked
	
	
Candidate must show understanding of this by repeating.
	
It is important to remember that the candidates need to show their skill that they can ask for clarification or repetition.

	Two questions on personal information – ask / receive.
	Candidate must ask 1 or more questions around personal information.
	Teacher must ask 1 or more questions around personal information.

Candidate must answer question(s) correctly to show they have understood.
	Personal questions have to be different from the candidate to the teacher’s question.



	Numbers 0-12 – use / recognise/ describing/ confirming /asking about people, time, money or dates.
	Candidate must give 1 or more signs relating to numbers.
	Teacher needs to give 1 or more signs relating to numbers.

Candidate must respond to show they have understood.
	

	Two signs describing/ asking about weather – use / recognise

	Candidate must sign 1 or more signs describing or asking about weather.

	Teacher must sign 1 or more signs describing or asking about weather.

Candidate to respond to show they have understood.

	Weather sign must be different from Teacher and Candidate.


	Two signs on Transport – describe/ ask/ recognize about car, bus, train or walking.
	Candidate must give 1 or more signs describing or asking about transport.

	Teacher to sign 1 or more signs about transport.

Candidate to respond to show they have understood
	Must be different sign from Teacher and Candidate.

The candidate will respond to the teacher to show that they have understood. If the candidate has not shown understanding of transport the teacher should continue to discuss transport until the candidate has shown they have understood.

	Ask/ give/ receive simple directions

BOTH parts of this criteria must be fulfilled to obtain a tick

	Candidate must ask for directions.

Candidate to give directions when asked by the teacher.
	Teacher must give directions and candidate must repeat directions to show they have understood.

Teacher must ask for directions.
	

	Taking leave – use/ recognise signs
	Candidate to take leave of teacher.

	Teacher to end a conversation politely and candidate to acknowledge
	

	9 points in Production and 9 points in Reception. Candidate must score 15 or more points to pass. 18 points is the maximum. 
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
